e Payment must be made at the time of registration.
e Entries are not valid until full payment is received.
e No personal checks will be accepted at any time.

Up to May 12 all registration must be done with
QuickFeis. No mailed entries will be accepted.

After May 12 —all registration changes and new
registration can only be done AT THE FEIS.

CHICAGO FEIS RULES

1. Registration changes can only be made:

a. Upto May 12 - ONLINE ONLY with QuickFeis —
return to your account and you can make your
own changes for FREE.

After May 12, all changes must be made AT
THE FEIS before NOON and will incur a change
fee of $25 (this does not include adding any
new competitions which will be charged the
regular fees).

No CHECKS or mailed entries will be accepted — all
registrations will be with QuickFeis up to May 12.
After May 12, if the Feis has not capped, new
registrations will be taken AT THE FEIS ONLY with an
additional late fee of $50 per dancer.

ALL GRADE DANCERS WILL DANCE THREE AT A TIME
UP TO AND INCLUDING THE AGE OF UNDER 13

CHAMPIONSHIPS — ALL HEAVY ROUNDS WILL BE
DANCED THREE AT A TIME FOR ALL AGE GROUPS,
AND TWO AT A TIME FOR THE LIGHT ROUND.

All individual results/comments (grades and
champs) will be available for free directly after the
competitions. Grades can get their results at the
awards area, champs will get theirs directly after
awards are announced. All results will also be
available for free online on your QuickFeis account.

The Chicago Feis and Chicago Gaelic Park will, as far
as is practicable, provide a stage surface suitable for
dancing. However, Chicago Gaelic Park and the
Chicago Feis cannot accept any liability for injuries
sustained while on stage. The submission of an
entry in the competition will be deemed to be an
acceptance of this provision by a dancer.

e A dancer who wins 1st place in each of the Open dances (reel, slip jig, treble jig, and hornpipe) can move into Preliminary
Championships with teacher’s permission.
e Boys and Girls will compete against each other, however if there are at least 5 boys entered, the boys will be moved into a
separate competition.
e |In cases where a Feis elects to split a competition due to a large entry, the split must be done by birth date age in the same
manner as the North American Championships.
e Dancers will perform 2 rounds for Preliminary Championship:
1. 48 bars of reel or 40 bars of slip-jig
2. 40 bars of the hornpipe or 48 bars of the treble jig.

e Only in the case of back-to-back feiseanna, in which the third win on the first day will not change the dancer’s status for the
second Feis.

¢ Placing in a regional or national Oireachtas does not change the status of a competitor.

e Dancers will perform 3 rounds:

1. 48 bars of reel or 40 bars of slip jig
2. 40 bars of the hornpipe or 48 bars of the treble jig
3. asetdance.

e NOTE: A dancer who has not received a legitimate placing (sufficient competitors within the normal placing scale) along with a
dancer who has not placed in Open Championships for two consecutive years, may return to their previous competition level. For
example, an Open Championship dancer that does not place in two consecutive years may return to Preliminary Championships,
the same as a Preliminary dancer who does not place can return to Prizewinner.

e Boys and Girls will compete against each other, however if there are at least 5 boys entered, the boys will be moved into a
separate competition.

e Competitions will begin with SOFT SHOE first, followed by HARD SHOE for the second round.

An ADULT dancer is defined as any
dancer who started Irish dancing at
the age of 18 or older OR any dancer
18 or older who has not competed in
at least five years in a youth
competition AND has never placed in
the top three in a youth Preliminary
championship competition of more
than five competitors.

Dancers who are in the Adult
categories cannot enter any
competition other than Adult
specified competitions.

If a dancer chooses to compete in the
youth/& over category after
previously competing in the Adult
competitions, they are required to
abstain from participating in Adult
competitions for a continuous period
of five years.

To progress in Adult Grade levels,
dancers are to follow the same
progression rules as used in youth/&
over categories or progress with
teacher’s permission.

A dancer moves into the

ADULT CHAMPIONSHIP level by
winning 1st place in reel, slip jig,
treble jig, and hornpipe in Adult
Prizewinner competitions or by their
teacher's permission.

When a dancer begins competing in
the Adult Championship level, they
may not compete in Adult Grades.

Upon winning two Adult
Championships, the dancer may
progress on to Advanced Adult
Preliminary at teacher’s discretion.
A dancer competing in Adult
Championship may not compete in
the youth/& over category.

An ADVANCED ADULT dancer is anyone ages 18 or older who has previously placed in the
top three of a Preliminary championship or competed in Open championship levels in the
youth/& over levels regardless of when the competitor was active.

A dancer competing in ADVANCED ADULT may not compete in the youth/& over category.

Once a dancer begins competing in Advanced Adult, they may not return to youth/& over.

An ADVANCED ADULT PRELIMINARY
dancer is defined as any dancer over the
age of 18 who has previously placed in the
top three of a youth Preliminary
championship competition of five or more
competitors or an adult dancer who has
won two Adult Championship competitions
at a feis. Teachers may also use their
discretion to move a dancer to Advanced
Adult Preliminary.

An ADVANCED ADULT OPEN level dancer is
defined as any dancer over the age of 18
who has previously competed in a youth/&
over open championship competition or
has won two Advanced Adult Preliminary
competitions at a feis. Teachers may also
use their discretion to move a dancer to
Advanced Adult Open.

When a dancer begins competing in the
Advanced Adult Open level, they may not
also compete in Adult Championship or
Advanced Adult Preliminary (unless a feis
opts to combine competitions), nor in
youth/& over competitions.

When a dancer begins competing in the
Advanced Adult Preliminary level, they may
not also compete in Adult Championship
(unless a feis opts to combine
competitions) nor in youth/& over
competitions.

ADULT GRADES

e In grade level competitions, hard
shoes dances can be done at either
traditional speed or slow speed.

e All grade level dances are 32 bars
in length.

COMBINING COMPETITIONS: Where there are fewer than five entries in either Advanced Adult competition (Advanced Adult PC or Advanced Adult OC) or fewer than five entries in
Adult championship competitions at a feis, the feis may choose to run these competitions as one combined competition, and the feis may offer separated/disaggregated results for
Advanced Adult and Adult dancers. When a feis opts to combine these competitions, first combine Advanced Adult PC and Advanced Adult OC competitions if either or both have fewer
than five registered competitors, before combining the joint Advanced Adult PC/OC competition with Adult Championship.

A teacher may exercise their discretion for determination of a dancer’s level in Adult or Advanced Adult categories;
o if an Adult Championship dancer does not place in two consecutive years; the dancer may then return to Adult Prizewinner;
o if An Advanced Adult Preliminary dancer does not place in two consecutive years; the dancer may then move to Adult Championship;
o if An Advanced Adult Open dancer does not place in two consecutive years; the dancer may then move to Advanced Adult Preliminary Championship.

6. Competitors have the option to remain in the same category

1. Solo competitors in First Feis (if offered), Beginner, for the remainder of the Feis year.

Advanced Beginner, Novice or Open (Prizewinner)
competitions:

a. Must compete in their own age group.
b. Must be prepared to perform two steps in each event.

. With the exception of First Feis and Beginner 1, a dancer’s
level is determined in each dance (Reel, Light Jig, Single Jig,
Slip-Jig, Hornpipe, Treble Jig, and Traditional Set).
Traditional Set Dances are limited to those dances
determined by An Coimisiun Le Rince Gaelacha as traditional
set dances.

. A Feis Committee may combine competitions if there are
less than 5 competitors entered as follows:

a. Two consecutive age groups, combined into the higher
of the two groups, within that grade.

. Three consecutive age groups, combined into the
highest age group, within that grade.

All Boys’ grades competitions shall be initially entered in
single year age groups within that grade.

. If there are less than 5 Boys entered in any one age
group within that grade, competitions may be combined
in the following order:

Double, All Boys, age group into the higher of the
two groups within that grade

If a double, All Boys age group does not create 5 or
more entries, the Boys shall be combined into the
corresponding single year Girls’ age group.

If the combined Boys and Girls age group still does
not create 5 or more entries, that competition may
be combined as stated in rule b above.

100 and 200 level competitions may be combined as
follows:

i. Ages under 8 and below, CANNOT be combined with
other age groups within that grade, but Boys and
Girls may be combined in the corresponding single
year Girls’ age group within that grade.

Ages under 9 and above may first be combined into 2
consecutive age groups within that grade. If the
combined competition still does not create 5 or more
entries, that competition may be combined using
rules b, ¢, and d above.

Each region may determine the system for moving dancers
from one grade to another, as they see appropriate for their
region.

. The syllabus is to contain all grade categories.

. A dancer, at the discretion of the teacher, may move into

the next Grade (not Open Championships) without satisfying
the requirements. However, once a dancer competes in the
higher level, they can never move back to a lower category,
(except as outlined in Rule 1, above).

Grade Levels

a. First Feis: A dancer who has never competed in a Feis. A
dancer can only be in this category for a single day and
cannot compete at any other level in the Feis. Dancers
must compete with Basic Steps that coincide with the
Grade Exam Syllabus.

Beginner | (Beginner) Grade: A beginner is a competitor
who has not yet taken a full year of Irish Dance lessons,
thereby giving beginners a full year with such status. A
Beginner must move into the Beginner 2/Advanced
Beginner category the next year. Dancers must compete
with Basic Steps that coincide with the Grade Exam
Syllabus.

Beginner 2 (Advanced Beginner) Grade: An advanced
beginner who wins 1st, 2nd or 3rd place will advance to
the Novice category in that particular dance.
Competition dances are reel, light jig, slip jig, traditional
treble jig and traditional hornpipe, as a minimum
requirement. Dancers must compete with Basic Steps
that coincide with the Grade Exam Syllabus.

. Novice Grade: A novice who wins a 1st place will
advance to the Open (Prizewinner) category in that
particular dance.

. Open Prizewinner Grade: A competitor who does not
qualify as a beginner, advanced beginner or as a novice.

Adult: An Adult dancer is defined as any dancer who
started Irish dancing at the age of 18 or older OR any
dancer 18 or older who has not competed in at least five
years in a youth competition AND has never placed in
the top three in a youth Preliminary championship
competition of more than five competitors.

First Feis (if offered), Beginner |, and Beginner 2 are required
to dance at traditional speeds.

Novice and Open/Prizewinner dancers may choose between
traditional and Oireachtas speeds.

Have never won 1st, 2nd or 3rd in Open
Championship. A dancer who wins two first place
awards will move on to Open Championship at the
next Feis they enter, or as soon as the second win is
achieved, in any age category, in the following years.
Only in the case of back-to-back feiseanna
(successive days), in which case the first win in the
first Feis will not change the dancer’s status for the
second Feis. A dancer is required to perform a light
shoe dance (reel or slip jig for ladies and reel only for
men), and a hard shoe dance. A Feis can opt to offer
either a) a set dance or b) a jig/hornpipe.
